CHARTER FOR THE DEFENSE INFORMATION INFRASTRUCTURE (DII) COMMON OPERATING ENVIRONMENT (COE) 

NT ADVISORY GROUP  -  7/10/97

1.0  Purpose
This charter establishes the Defense Information Infrastructure (DII) Common Operating Environment (COE) NT Advisory Group as a formal body which supports the DII Architecture Oversight Group (AOG) by working with the Technical Working Groups (TWGs) established by the AOG to enable the effective use of the NT platform by the Department of Defense (DOD) Services and Agencies.

2.0  Authority, Chairperson, and Membership
The authority for the DII NT Advisory Group is in accordance with the recommendations/actions of the DII COE AOG to form an advisory group which provides the Services and Agencies a mechanism to address requirements and issues for use of the NT platform within the DII COE.  Each Service/Agency shall designate one or more technical representatives to participate in the meetings and activities of the NT Advisory Group.  Each Service/Agency shall provide funding to support NT Advisory Group participation, including time, travel, and resources.

2.1  Membership Composition
The NT Advisory Group is co-chaired by a designated representative from DII AF Office, Infrastructure Directorate at the Electronic Systems Center (ESC), Hanscom AFB and a designated representative from the United States Navy NCCOSC RDT&E Division (NRaD) in San Diego, CA.  Voting Members are listed below along with the Agency/Program they represent.  Additions and subtractions to the voting member list can be accomplished through passage of a motion by an affirmative vote of the majority of NT Advisory Group voting members.

2.2  Advisory Personnel
Other representatives to the NT Advisory Group include non-voting technical advisors from key stakeholder organizations such as program developers, industry, and vendors.

3.0  Roles
The NT Advisory Group provides a formal mechanism within the DII for soliciting input from the Services and Agencies on Windows NT platform requirements and issues for migration to the DII COE.  This group shall provide recommendations to the TWGs on issues relating to inclusion or modification of system requirements, comments or issues with the COE Build Plan, and the AOG by supporting the TWGs.

3.1   Responsibilities.  The NT Advisory Group has these responsibilities:


(a)  Advise the AOG and TWGs with Windows NT platform issues to include consolidating and elevating migration issues;

(b)  Provide a forum for migration systems fielding Windows NT platforms to achieve compliance with the DII COE and allow stakeholders to communicate, present requirements, exchange migration experiences, elevate migration issues, and propose solutions;
(c)  Advise the AOG and TWGs on problems and recommended improvements to DII compliance documents.
4.0  Procedures
(a)  Representation:  It is the option of each Service and Agency with interest in Windows NT issues to designate primary and/or alternate representation to this advisory group.

(b)  Issue Resolution:  Issues will be determined by the Co-Chairpersons after inputs are provided by the designated Service and Agency representatives or the AOG or TWG.

(c)  Advisory Group Meetings:  The NT Advisory Group will meet monthly or on an as needed basis to support a TWG or the AOG.

(d)  Reports to the AOG:  The NT Advisory Group Co-chairs will provide periodic reports to the AOG.

5.0  Decision Making
All NT Advisory Group recommendations shall be generated in an open forum.  Recommendations to be forwarded to a TWG or the AOG shall be voted on by the designated Service and Agency representatives.  Presentation to the AOG will be by a Co-Chairperson or their designated representative.  The representative for presentation to a TWG will be decided at the time of voting approval of the recommendation.

6.0  Changes to the Charter
The NT Advisory Group charter will be reviewed when recommended by a Co-Chairperson or any of the voting Agency or Service representatives.
