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Description :  Information Understanding technology will provide the technology  to capture, integrate, access, collaborate and reason over virtual, distributed, heterogeneous information/knowledge.  To effectively accomplish this a strong emphasis is needed on semantic content and the means of rapidly acquiring and representing this content from individuals, text, databases or other media forms. When integrating knowledge sources in a distributed decision making environment, many problems of semantics and ontology integration will arise.  This session will focus on the issues surrounding these problems as well as current research efforts to address them.
