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The Utica, New York Terminal Radar Service Area (TRSA) was establish to enhance the flight safety for all aircraft, IFR as well as VFR, operating within its boundaries. (See TRSA depiction on reverse side.) While participation by pilots is voluntary, we encourage all pilots to contact Griffiss Approach for sequencing and separation services. Requests for TRSA service should be made on Frequency 120.925 MHz. The Ground Controller at towered airports will issue TRSA departure instructions unless the pilot specifically declines this service.

Oneida County Airport. Oneida County Airport/Utica Control Tower is a part-time facility and operates from 07:00 AM Local to 9:00 PM Local seven days a week. During the period that the Tower is closed, the Terminal Radar Service Area (TRSA) surrounding the airport remains intact and unaltered. 

When the Tower is closed, separation service is available in the TRSA only to aircraft on Griffiss RAPCON’s frequency. When Griffiss controllers advise arriving aircraft radar service terminated, all radar and TRSA separation service will end. TRSA service for departing aircraft will not begin until ATC advises radar contact.

Radar service termination for arrivals will normally occur at or prior to five miles from Oneida County Airport. This will give inbound aircraft enough time to broadcast their intentions on the Common Traffic Advisory Frequency, 118.1 MHz.

Griffiss Airpark Airport is usually an uncontrolled airport. However, the Griffiss Non-Federal Control Tower will open on an unscheduled, non-published basis to provide services to air carriers arriving or departing Griffiss Airpark. Whenever the tower is open, TRSA service can be initiated with the tower controller as you taxi out. Arriving aircraft should contact Griffiss Approach on 120.925 MHz for services.

Uncontrolled Airports Aircraft departing uncontrolled airports that are within or underlie the TRSA are encouraged to monitor the Common Traffic Advisory Frequency for that airport before departure and to contact Griffiss Approach once clear of the airport traffic pattern on frequency 120.925 MHz.  TRSA service begins when ATC advises radar contact.  Arriving aircraft will be provided TRSA services only while on Approach Control frequency. All services end when you are advised radar service terminated. Radar service termination for arrivals will normally occur at or prior to five miles from the airport. This will give inbound aircraft enough time to broadcast their intentions on the Common Traffic Advisory Frequency.
