GRIFFISS RAPCON LETTER TO AIRMEN NO. 04-2

SUBJECT:  IFR Separation Service for VFR Aircraft Practicing Instrument Approaches Within Griffiss Radar Approach Control Airspace.

CANCELLATION:  July 31, 2006

Griffiss Approach Control is responsible for providing IFR separation to VFR aircraft making practice instrument approaches to Oneida County Airport and Griffiss Airpark.

IFR separation will begin when the approach clearance is issued. The approach clearance will include “Maintain VFR” and will not authorize a pilot to enter conditions that are less than VFR, nor will it authorize VFR aircraft to fly the published missed approach procedure. Authorization to execute the published missed approach procedure should be requested by the pilot. If the missed approach procedure is authorized by ATC, IFR separation will be provided. VFR aircraft will not normally be issued altitudes unless an altitude assignment is needed for separation.

Requests for practice approaches should be made on frequency 120.925 MHz. Practice approaches may be denied, delayed or withdrawn to prevent the delay of other arriving or departing traffic.
