GRIFFISS RAPCON LETTER TO AIRMEN NO. 04-3

SUBJECT:  Traffic Operations at Griffiss Airpark

CANCELLATION:  July 31, 2006

Griffiss Airpark has a part-time Non-Federal Control Tower (NFCT) that is operated on an “as needed” basis to service air carrier arrivals and departures for the Empire Aero Center. At other times, Griffiss Airpark is an uncontrolled airport.  The tower is NOT operated with any regularity nor on any published scheduled. Because of the unscheduled and intermittent operation of the tower, pilots operating in the vicinity of Griffiss Airpark should contact Griffiss Approach on 120.925 or call on the Common Traffic Advisory Frequency (CTAF) 122.7 MHz to obtain the status of Griffiss NFCT. 

When the Tower is open the Tower Frequency is 125.6 MHz. 

The airspace around Griffiss remains Class E airspace at all times and does NOT become Class D when the tower is open.

Terminal Radar Service within the Utica TRSA can be obtained by contacting Griffiss Approach on 120.925 MHz.

Traffic patterns at Griffiss Airpark are to the east of the airport: left traffic for Runway 15 and right traffic for Runway 33.

Be alert for unauthorized vehicles and/or personnel on or near the Griffiss runway. Authorized vehicles on the airfield will be monitoring the CTAF.
