36.  You attended the most recent aero club safety meeting, however were unable to attend the

previous two meetings.  In order to exercise Pilot-In-Command privileges of an Aero Club

aircraft, you must:

A.  Do nothing – you attended the most recent meeting and have satisfied this currency

requirement.

B.  Review the safety meeting written minutes and/or videotapes for both of the missed

meetings.

C.  Review only the most recently missed safety meeting.

37.  You are a pilot with more than 200 hours total flight time and are checked out in the club’s

PA28-161 “Warrior” and PA28R-201 “Arrow.”  You routinely fly the more complex “Arrow” each 

month, accomplishing at least 3 takeoffs and landings.  However you last flew the “Warrior”

approximately 7 months ago, and want to use it for a flight.  Are you current in the “Warrior?”

A. Yes.  Aero Club policy allows currency in a more complex aircraft to count for currency

in a less complex aircraft.

B. Yes.  Since both aircraft are of the same category and class, the flight currency requirements of 14 CFR 61.56 have been satisfied.

C. No.  At least one hour of flight, and 3 takeoffs and landings is required within a 180 day

period to retain currency in each aircraft make and model.

38.  Who may authorize the “grounding” of an Aero Club aircraft for any unairworthy condition or a

discrepancy that affects safety of flight?

A.  Any club pilot may ground an aircraft if the pilot judges the aircraft is not airworthy.
